Average sea-level rise measured at a tide gauge
relative to a specific point on land (e.g. North Spit
Tide Gauge)

RSLR can be different than GSLR or ReSLR due to
local factors such as

* Local climate and ocean patterns (e.g. ENSO
and PDO)

» Vertical land motion
* Tide gauge record length

RSLR rates:

RSLR has been increasing over most of US West
Coast consistent with GSLR and ReSLR trends, but
at different rates

Green values range from 0 to 3 mm/yr (all show
increasing rates of SLR, constent with ReSLR)

Yellow values range from 3 to 6 mm/yr (higher than
ReSLR)

Blue values indicate negative RSLR (lower than
ReSLR)
